AINSLIE

James Ainslie, first overseer of Duntroon Station in Canberra. After being
wounded at the Battle of Waterloo in 1815, Ainslie came to Australia and was
employed by Robert Campbell to “drove a mob of sheep south from Bathurst
until he found suitable land”. Ainslie chose the Limestone Plains (the Can-
berra district) about 1825. Ainslie was overseer for ten years before return-
ing to Scotland.

Who our Streets are named after

Paterson St. is named after the explorer and early NSW Governor, has
Ainslie’s first 30 timber cottages (1926), of two types, one L-shaped arranged
in mirror-reversed pairs, with the other symmetrical in pairs set back between
them. All had open verandahs, ‘Salvus’ iron roofs, crimped to resemble tiles,
and double-hung windows with margined glazing. They backed onto the
natural bush of Mt Ainslie’s foothills. The street trees are Red Spotted Gums,
Black Cherry Plums and Nestle Trees.

Quick St: Sir John Quick (1852-1932) lawyer, Federalist and one of the
founders of the Constitution; elected as one of the ten Victorian Delegates to
the Australasian Federal Convention which framed the Commonwealth Con-
stitution in 1897-98; knighted 1901.

Raymond St: James Raymond (1786-1851), first Postmaster-General of
New South Wales; responsible for introduction of first form of postage into
New South Wales in 1838; issued stamped sheets which could be used as
envelopes.

Rutherford Cres: James Rutherford (1827-1911), pioneer, pastoralist and
industrialist; developed coaching services in New South Wales, Queensland
and Victoria; in partnership bought Cobb & Co 1861; Mayor of Bathurst 1868;
founded Bathurst National Advocate, 1889.
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Secure September is a project being launched
by ACT Neighbourhood Watch in conjunction
with ACT Policing to highlight ways in which
residents can help to keep themselves and their
property safe and secure.
